For a preliminary injunction enjoining defendants DMV and DMV Director, and their agents, servants, and employees, and all persons acting under, in concert with, or for them, from transferring any right, title, or interest in or to the Year Make and Model, license plate number License Plate No., Vehicle Identification Number (VIN) Vehicle ID No. (“the Vehicle”);
2. For possession of the Vehicle or, if the Vehicle cannot be delivered, for its value according to proof, against defendant(s) Defendant(s) who has Vehicle;
3. For damages according to proof, against defendant(s) Defendant(s) who has Vehicle;
